• The paint used must be a water-based paint that can be easily cleaned up. 

 
• The organizations must not disturb the flow of business, and if such an incident is reported, they 

will be asked to leave and will not be allowed to participate in the contest. 
 

• Student Organizations are responsible to clean up all windows by 4:30pm, Monday, October 22nd.  
CLEAN UP IS MANDATORY! 

 
• We encourage organizations to paint their windows in conjunction with this years Homecoming 

theme “2007: Mission Maroon”! 
 
 
Judging will take place on Friday, October 19th by 12 p.m.  All painting must be completed by Friday, 
October 19th, so that judging can begin. Any window not completed will be disqualified. The winning 
organizations will be announced during the Homecoming Football game Halftime show and the $200 
cash prize for first place will be awarded to the Student Organization on Monday, October 22nd following 
clean-up. 
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
